3. How can I register for Traditions Engaged?

4. What does the full three-day registration packet include?

Registration fee includes attendance to all lectures, workshops, performances (afternoon
and evening), and the opening night reception. Seats for all performances are
automatically reserved when individuals pay registration fee. Seats reserved for
registrants will be at the $45 level.
